• All members and guests must register in the Golf
Shop before beginning play.

• Pace of Play
If a foursome or other group of players fails to keep their place on the 
course and loses more than one clear hole on the players ahead, they 

must allow the following group to play through.
• Out of bounds are defined by white stakes.

• Red stakes define lateral water hazards.
• Yellow stakes define water hazards.

• The embedded ball rule is in effect through the green.
• All yardages are to the center of the greens.

• All players who stop after playing nine holes for any reason must occupy 
the next tee before the following players arrive at the tee or they will 
lose their position of the golf course and must get permission from the 

starter to resume play.
• All food and beverage consumed on the Club Facilities

must be furnished by the Club.
• Pacemasters may be on duty to help regulate play and enforce golf cart 

regulations.  The Pacemasters have full authority on the golf course
to enforce all rules and speed of play.

• Each player must have his or her own set of golf clubs.
• Repair all ball marks on the green, replace all divots and rake bunkers.

• Only two persons and two sets of golf clubs are permitted per golf cart.
• Obey all golf cart traffic signs.

• Always use golf cart paths where provided.  When in effect use the ninety 
degree rule and cross fairways only at right angles.

• Except on golf cart paths, do not drive a golf cart within thirty feet
of a green, a tee or a bunker.

The Rules of Golf of the Royal Canadian Golf Association (“R.C.G.A.”) together
with the Rules of Etiquette as adopted by the R.C.G.A. shall be the rules of

the Club, except when in conflict with local rules.
